III. Selectmen’s Comments

1. The Town budget was presented to the BOF. Budget workshops are coming up. Everyone is encouraged to attend. The BOS spent many hours working on the Town’s budget and it has not been easy.

It was a challenging year putting together the budget. Special thanks to Orla McKiernan-Raftery and S. Herbert for helping with the fire departments, and to all of the department heads that were able to come in and present their budgets. 
IV. Citizens’ Comments
A. Linda Jarmolowicz, 7 Denis Dr., asked where the bench is going to be placed. K. Beausoleil stated that it will probably go in one of the parks.

B. Don Pimental, 40 Starr Rd., stated that he wished more people would get involved with Town meetings. He distributed a packet of paperwork to each Selectmen. He indicated what some of the paperwork was. There was a letter from the Town Planner and one from the ZEO. He wants an apology regarding those letters, and an investigation on the employees who accused him and his father of swapping documents. He discussed each piece of paperwork in the packet he distributed, and read directly from some of the paperwork. He stated that the Town has spent over $18,000 on legal counsel because of a fraudulent document. He hopes the Board will have a special meeting to look into this matter.
